Lecture On) Japanese Modern and Contemporary Art,” will be based on Majima’s “DSN” lecture series
at blanClass in Yokohama (“Déshite, sonnanimo, nashonaru nanoka” [loosely translates as “Why so
nationalistic?” or “Why so domestic?”], series of 12 lectures, 2013-14). Majima will present a further de-
veloped discussion of Japanese modern and contemporary art, grounded in his ongoing contemplation
of “national” modern and contemporary art, in terms of both the people and the state.

| About the speaker

Tatsuo Majima EEESE

Born 1970 in Tokyo, based in Kanagawa and Oita, Japan. Scheduled to participate in Parasophia: Kyo-
to International Festival of Contemporary Culture 2015. BA in Fine Art, Goldsmiths College, University
of London. In the video piece he made shortly after returning from London, Japanese Modern Art/The
Cheerful Country (1995), four Japanese painters from the 1930s get together outdoors for a barbe-
cue and wine and engage in an imaginary conversation. This process of creating imaginary scenarios
with Japanese painters from the modern age, based on extensive research, can also be seen in works
such as Beijing Diary (2010) and Kugenuma Sumo/Kyoto Boxing (first performed in 2010). Starting from
around the year 2010, Majima has been delivering an increasing number of lectures and performances
that can be seen as an act of discipline for the artist himself. An example of this is Dance of the Day
(2012-13), where Majima created and performed a two-minute dance and posted a video clip of the
dance on YouTube every day for approximately one year after the Japanese general election in 2012.
The four themes presented in Open Research Program [Lecture Series] Tatsuo Majima “Series Title Un-
der Consideration” —(1) Japanese modern and contemporary art, (2) international exhibitions, (3) Tatsuo
Majima (tentative), and (4) Kyoto (tentative)—will ultimately tie into Majima’s work for Parasophia: Kyoto
International Festival of Contemporary Culture 2015 in some way.
